Making a Works Cited from an Annotated Bibliography

Follow these steps to create a Works Cited from your Annotated Bibliography. Your Works Cited is a separate page from the rest of your paper, and it should be the very last page of your paper.

1. Delete your heading at the top of the page.

2. Change the title form Annotated Bibliography to Works Cited.

3. Change the page number in your header to make it the last page of your paper.

4. Delete any entries from your Annotated Bibliography that weren’t actually cited in your paper.

5. Delete the summaries from your Annotated Bibliography.

6. Add any (approved) sources that weren’t on your Annotated Bibliography.

7. Alphabetize!

8. Check your spacing (1-inch margins all the way around), font, indentations, etc.

ALL sources cited in your paper should be listed in MLA format on your Works Cited paper. And, ALL sources listed on your Works Cited page should be cited in your paper.
